Additionally, the division will be leveraging Image’s vast catalog of premium-event titles for 
television buyers including the extraordinary documentary feature, Notorious B.I.G. / Bigger 
Than Life, the stunning live music concert, Megadeth: That One Night: Live in Buenos Aires 
and a wide selection of large-screen motion pictures, originally created for exhibition in IMAX® 
theaters, from award winning film production company MacGillivray Freeman Films, including 
The Alps: Climb of Your Life, Mystery of the Nile, Hurricane on the Bayou and Coral Reef 
Adventure.
